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West Gate Bank Enhances Greenspace

Thanks to the generosity of West Gate Bank and Carl Sju-
lin, West Gate President and CEO, the city-owned greenspace
west of S. 50™ & ‘N’ Streets now has numerous new trees and
shrubs.

Last fall, Mr. Sjulin approached both Urban Development
and the Lincoln Parks & Recreation Department about doing
a landscape project to further enhance the greenspace to the
south of their new Midtown branch bank building at S. 50" &
‘O’ Streets. An agreement was reached whereby West Gate
Bank would do landscaping and the Lincoln Parks & Recre-
ation Department would establish buffalograss and do limited
maintenance of this public greenspace.

Mr. Sjulin then hired Finke’s Gardens & Nursery to de-
sign the landscape plan and do the installation. Luann Finke
worked with both Parks & Recreation and LES in determining
what trees would be planted and where to avoid overhead util-
ity lines.

Due to the extremely mild weather conditions and lack of
snow cover, Finke’s was able to install and all the coralberry,
juniper and sumac shrubs and 18 new trees on December 27,
A landscaping boulder collection was also installed toward the
northeast corner of the greenspace area.

This spring, ornamental perennial grasses will be planted
by Finke’s and an Arbor Day tree planting ceremony will be
held in April by West Gate Bank and WNA to plant a large
‘Autumn Gold’ ginkgo tree. West Gate Bank has also placed
a permanent picnic table within the greenspace area for their
employees to use and they have invited anyone else to also
enjoy and use it.

In your last newsletter I invited you to add to (or correct) my knowl-
edge of our neighborhood. That led to an entirely proper suggestion that for
this edition I write a guide to researching your own house in Lincoln.

Let’s start with the basics, then move on to more specialized sources:

BUILDING PERMITS:

The City of Lincoln has safeguarded lives through building codes and
permits since 1904—and provided a priceless source for historians. For
most Lincoln houses, the building permit is like a person’s birth certificate,
saying when and by whom a house was created. Permits also include the
estimated cost of construction, and some permits identify an architect (if
one was involved). These public records are held by the City’s Building and
Safety Department and can be accessed between 8 a.m. and 4 p.m., Monday
to Friday, by visiting the Department on the second floor of the County/City
Building, 555 S. 10" Street.

TIP: If you provide me your address by phone (441-6360) or email
(ezimmer@ci.lincoln.gov), I’ll send you a copy of your building permit,
saving you (and the Building and Safety staff) from a potentially time-con-
suming wait at the service counter.

NOTE: Lincoln’s historic regulations and practices did not require
blueprints for single family houses and duplexes, so IF there were ever
blueprints, Building and Safety does not have them. For apartments, com-
mercial buildings, churches, and schools, there may be blueprints on mi-
crofilm.

CITY DIRECTORIES:

Since the 1870s, publishers have issued extensive directories listing
the residents and business of Lincoln. Bennett Martin City Library (14"
& N Streets) and the Nebraska State Historical Society Library (1500 R
Street) have microfilm copies of the Lincoln Directories. If you know the
names of early residents of your house, you can look them up in the alpha-
betic directory of residents and often find occupations, employers, names of
spouses, names of adult resident children, and so on.

But what if you don’t know their names? In 1889 and 1890, and every
year from 1910 to present, the directories also provided an address key,
listing residents by address. So for most of our Witherbee houses, you can
search by address to find names of residents each year, then use the alpha-
betic directory to learn more about them. The directories are also great
sources of advertisements for Lincoln businesses and other local informa-
tion.

FURTHER BIOGRAPHICAL RESEARCH:

Say you have found the names of the family who first occupied your
house and you want to know more about them than the bare listings in the
directories. You might be able to find obituaries in the Lincoln newspapers.
The “Nebraska Newspaper Index” at the Historical Society library (1500
R Street) is a card index to thousands of articles in Nebraska newspapers,
mostly relating to births, deaths, and marriages. The Society has a very
extensive collection of Nebraska newspapers on microfilm. Bennett Martin
City Library also has Lincoln newspapers on microfilm, and has evening
and Sunday hours, which the Society does not.

TIP: If you do not know the date of death of a person you are research-

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ing, and the Nebraska Newspaper Index is silent on their name, you might
check whether they are buried at Wyuka Cemetery (along with over 50,000
other folks). Wyuka has a web site (www.wyuka.com) though which you
can identify whether someone is interred there. If so, the Cemetery can pro-
vide you a date-of-death from their records (3600 O, 474-3600) and from
that you may be able to find an obituary in Lincoln newspapers.

HISTORIC PHOTOGRAPHS:

I often get requests for historic photos of individual houses. Most
often I cannot locate any, but the Nebraska State Journal and its successor
Sunday Journal Star, for most but not all years between 1900 and 1925,
published year-in-review pictures and stories, typically on the first Sunday
in January. Some years those features included pictures of dozens of hous-
es—often grand houses, but sometimes more typical examples. My little
bungalow on M Street was illustrated in 1925. If you have a house of that
era, it can be a fun place to check, even just for a sense of events at the time
your house was new.

Other editions of the Lincoln papers have house photos, especially
Sunday papers in the spring and summer, but those are true needle-in-the-
haystack searches. The Nebraska State Historical Society has extensive
collections of photographs, but this is a big state with lots of houses—most
are not represented. A wonderful collection of Lincoln photos that is exten-
sively indexed is the Macdonald Studio Collection, with images from the
1920s-50s. As a commercial photo studio, Macdonald Studio was much
more often hired to photograph businesses (and accident scenes, for insur-
ance purposes) than houses.

If old photos of your house exist, they are most likely family heirlooms
of early families from your house. Your biographical research on early resi-
dents might lead you to such gems, if you are lucky (and persistent).

REGISTER OF DEEDS:
Finally, every property in Lincoln has a set of historic documents in
the Lancaster County Register of Deeds (555 S. 10™ St.), indicating owner-

ship, mortgages, and so on. I list this source last because if your house is
documented by building permits, directories, and obituaries, there may be
little additional information you will find through deed research. However,
for houses built before the building permit system started in 1904, deed
research is essential. Deeds are indexed by legal descriptions of properties
(subdivision name, block, and lot) and they identify sellers, buyer, prices,
and any special conditions. By establishing the chain of owners, loans,
and prices, you can often gain strong clues as to when a house was built
on a parcel, but the deeds do not usually provide construction dates (unlike
building permits). Sometimes if construction bills were contested, Mechan-
ics Liens were filed among the deeds and those can provide rich information
on building activity.

Finally, if you are researching your house and hit a roadblock, you can
contact me for coaching (or for sympathy). And if you research your house
and no one seems to share your excitement at what you have found, contact
me. I would be excited, and grateful, to learn what you can teach me.
